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Baranja, Hungary
In the 18th century, the town of Pécs (Pećuh) was the most important center of the Croatian minority in Hungary, especially the Bosanski Hrvati, Bošnjaci and Šokci. They lived in the southern part of Hungary in the region of Baranja. They all spoke the “Ikavian” dialect, despite small variations in their customs and costumes. Today opportunities for dance surround special occasions, like weddings, pre-Lenten festivities and the annual harvest. Željko was researching Croatian culture in the summer of 1992.
